1.1 Installation

1.1.1 from PyPI

$ python3 -m pip install toctree_plus --user

1.1.2 from Anaconda

First add the required channels

$ conda config --add channels https://conda.anaconda.org/conda-forge
$ conda config --add channels https://conda.anaconda.org/domdfcoding

Then install

$ conda install toctree_plus

1.1.3 from GitHub

$ python3 -m pip install git+https://github.com/sphinx-toolbox/toctree_plus@master --user

Enable toctree_plus by adding the following to the extensions variable in your conf.py:

extensions = [
...
'sphinxcontrib.toctree_plus',
]

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4.1 Building from source

The recommended way to build toctree_plus is to use tox:

$ tox -e build

The source and wheel distributions will be in the directory dist.

If you wish, you may also use pep517.build or another PEP 517-compatible build tool.
